
Brief Descriptions of Areas to Serve 
In Kids’ Adventure Klub  

 

Guide/Teacher (Preschool through 5th Grades): A weekly commitment to guide/shepherd a specific class through a year 
of spiritual growth.  Each week they will assist the workshop pathfinder with the lesson, and help children to apply it to 
everyday living.   In addition, the last weekend of each rotation will be Guide Sunday,  a day dedicated to develop a loving, 
nurturing and supportive relationship with their children. Guides may choose to review rotation, play games, and lead 
discussion.  This is their day to plan and implement as they choose. Team Leader Needed 
 

Helper:  (For ages 3 through 5th grade) this will be a weekly commitment to help teacher/guide supervise children, support 

teachers and/or Workshop pathfinders and help with activities.  Youth in 6th Grade or older may assist in a classroom. 
 

Pathfinder:  Will lead the same Workshop for a 2-week rotation for PS-1st Grade or 2nd-5th grade age group in one of the 

following teams (Art, Cooking/Science, Drama/Storytelling/Games see team descriptions below).  The “teams” will be made up 
of pathfinders who sign up to teach the workshop that best fit their giftedness, schedule and interests. 
 

Art Team: Each workshop rotation will have an Art Project.  The art coordinators will decide what project and materials are 

needed for each rotation.  The coordinators will purchase and prepare a sample, prepare pathfinder with needed information 
and lesson plan.
