Bible Memory Verse: All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit. Acts 2:4

Games and storytelling:  Through the Holy Spirit, we know God is with us, helping us live as faithful
disciples. On the day of Pentecost, the Holy Spirit came to the disciples and to the believers in
Jesus. The disciples and many believers were gathered in a house when the Holy Spirit came to
them in the form of wind and flames. People outside the house who heard the noise commented and
laughed derisively. Peter then spoke to the crowd and told them about Jesus. Three thousand
people became believers and were baptized.

Younger children may have difficulty understanding abstract concepts such as the Holy Spirit. Focus
on the fact that God is with each of them all the time. Birthdays are important and exciting events to
young children; they will enjoy learning that the church has a birthday, too.

Older children will probably wonder what the Holy Spirit is and whether it is present today. Explain
that, in the New Testament, Jesus’ followers defined the energy of God’s people actively working in
the world as the Holy Spirit. The children can learn that the Holy Spirit is God’s presence with us — a
presence that guides and helps us. One way to explain this is to compare the Holy Spirit to the wind:
we know it’s real even though we can'’t see it.

The children will read about the Book of Acts and how the prophecy of Joel and was fulfilled. They
will play games using moving air as a metaphor for the Holy Spirit. The older children will participate
in a trivia challenge game about the many people and details in the story.

Art: We will be making tongues of flames to remember that the Holy Spirit came to the disciples on
Pentecost and what looked like tongues of flames settled on their heads. The children will learn how
the Holy Spirit gave the people the strength, words and wisdom to speak different languages to the
crowds. We will discuss how Peter spoke and 3,000 people repented & where baptized that day,
introducing Pentecost as the start of the church.

Cooking/Science: Cooking/Science will celebrate the birth of the Christian church at Pentecost by
making edible churches with graham crackers and frosting. Also, we will explore wind as a symbol of
the Holy Spirit by using bubbles.

Cinema: Preschool-K will watch the “The Bed Bug Bible Gang: Pentecost Party” video. This video
teaches about the festival of Pentecost and the Holy Spirit. Throughout the video, the creators use
stories, songs and games to help explain a concept that may be difficult for the children to
understand. The 1st through 5" graders will watch “The Red Balloon” video. The Red Balloon video
connects to the lessons of Pentecost by showing the love between a little boy and a balloon. This
love is simple, trusting and unconditional. It also shows how there are harsh realities in the world, but
the balloon never loses its love for the little boy and always returns. The Holy Spirit is the same...
always there and always loving. The children will then write a message to spread the news of the
Holy Spirit and Jesus, will insert the message into a helium filled balloon and will either release the
balloon outside for someone to receive and read their message or they will take the balloon and give
it to someone such as a friend, teacher, sibling, etc.
